Have you ever tried to imagine how it would feel
to be locked into your house for a whole year, forced
to stay in your bedroom for hours at a time?

Worse yet, imagine being torn from everything
familiar and buried alive behind block walls and razor
wire, with no hope of escape for 5, 10, even 50 years.

I can’t imagine the helplessness of that feeling. But
over two million of our neighbors faced that reality
when they woke up this morning in jails and prisons
across the U.S.

Step into their shoes for a moment. You long for
home. You try to remember what it was like to be
free, to go to work in the morning and return to your
family at night. You dream of holding your child and
embracing your wife. The years ahead look endless.

That’s life in prison, and the people living it face the
same loneliness, discouragement, and condemnation
you or I would.

The good news is that Jesus died for their sins
and He rose again from the dead, so that these 2
million prisoners could be set free in their hearts and
experience the life, hope, and freedom that only He
can give!

We realize the majority of these people are
locked up because of a law they have broken. But we
also care about their pain and need for meaningful
relationships.

Many of them who are seeking after God are young
in the faith and need discipleship and encouragement
to overcome the temptation to sin around and within
them.
