We were able to pick up
close to 430 large print
Bibles for an average
of $4.79 each. Some of
them are $40 Bibles with
bonded leather and cross

references!
We don’t know what will be available once these
are gone, but I'm sure the Lord has it planned already.

Looking Ahead

The Lord is already directing for the next issue,
and we've begun editing. Our goal is to be at least
two issues ahead of production, so that each time
the funds are available, we will be ready to send it to
press immediately.

We are committed to being faithful at the pace
God leads us. Perhaps soon more funds will be
available, and we can reach our goal of at least four
issues a year, instead of one or two.
